Those worthy
of assistance, except In rare cases, seldom
require as sistance, dﬁ really valuable Bom of
the race never do, owoo? in cases of moo&mmﬂ
or sudden change. Everyone has, of course,
cases of m,:&iac&m brought to his own
wmo‘imam.m where temporary assistance can do
genuine good, and these he will not over-
look.
